FEES: These include the entire program, from Friday evening to Sunday afternoon, and five meals, starting with Saturday breakfast.
Total cost of the weekend is a maximum of $310, depending on your choice of accommodation. (See below.) Full payment is due at
the time of registration, but if that would be difficult for you, contact the registrar.
